November 2nd, 2019 

The #1 Seed DO Jr. Diamondbacks defeated the #2 Seed Henderson Cowboys 35-0 at Liberty HS in 

the Nevada State Championship Game 

Kory Villarreal and Evan McMihelk each scored 2 touchdowns to lead the Desert Oasis Jr Diamondbacks 

in a stunning Nevada State Championship victory where they raced past the Cowboys showing off their 

speed at every turn.  The Diamondbacks struck early and fast scoring 4 touchdowns in the 1st quarter.   

McMihelk scored on a 22-yard fumble return and a nifty 23-yard run, Tyron Tinner scored on a 12-yard 

run, and Kory Villarreal scored on a pretty 39-yard TD pass from QB Bishop Allen for a 25-0 lead.  In the 

2nd quarter the Diamondbacks finished off their prey with a beautiful 85-yard TD pass to Villarreal from 

Allen and a 3-yard run by Yancy Perine for a 35-0 final score.
